PARK DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS - 2015 CONSTRUCTION COST SUMMARIES
The Board was provided with informational summaries on 2015 construction project costs to date. Mr.
McCue advised there have been no developments and that 2015 projects are currently out for bid.

Mr. McCue advised that the Public Survey is being programmed and tested and will be available on-line
on Tuesday, February 17™.

NATURAL RESORCE MANAGEMENT PRESENTATION

Mr. McCue introduced Paul Pira, Park Biologist, who presented information on the Natural Resource
Management Plans developed for each Park Property. The Management Plans are part of the overall
Park District planning process and this presentation was a follow-up to the Planning Process overview
presented to the Board in November 2014.

SMALL RESEARCH GRANTS

Mr. Pira gave an overview of the Park District Small Research Grant program stating it is a wonderful
way to encourage science/research and enables the Park District to reach out and build relationships
with the schools and universities in Northeast Ohio.

The Board was presented with a request to approve the following 2015 Small Research Grant:

Incorporation of Community Assembly Theory in a Restoration Ecology Framework for Practical
Land Management Application

Christopher Chaney, University of Akron

Two (2) year Grant: $6,000.00

OBSERVATORY PARK LAND SWAP

The Board was presented with information on a possible land swap in Montville, Ohio wherein the Park
District would swap 22 acres of hayfield for 32 acres of high-quality wetland with endangered plants and
a beech-maple forest. The Park District land is part of Observatory Park and the other land is owned by
James Marsic.

Mr. Gertz made a motion to proceed with negotiations with Mr. Marsic.

VACATION POLICY REVISION, RESOLUTION NO. 6-15
The Board was presented with the following proposed addition to the Park District Vacation policy
allowing part-time employees to accrue paid vacation days:

Part time employees of Geauga Park District shall be eligible for vacation leave with full pay upon the

attainment of the first year of employment with Geauga Park District and annually thereafter. The ratio between the
hours worked and the vacation hours earned by a part time employee shall be the same as the ratio between

the hours worked and the vacation hours earned by a full -time employee. Part-time employee are employees

whose regular hours of service for Geauga Park District total less than 40 hours per week, and whose hours of

GPD service total at least five hundred twenty (520) hours annually. (ORC325.19 (B) and (J) (1)(2).

The Board requested this item be tabled until a third Park Board Commissioner is appointed.

PR & COMMUNICATIONS POLICY REVISION, RESOLUTION NO. 7-15
The Board was presented with a revised Public Relations and Communications Policy as follows:

PUBLIC RELATIONS POLICY

AND COMMUNICATIONS
Information and education are essential cornerstones of Geauga Park District’'s mission. Providing information to individual
citizens, constituent groups and the media is an important responsibility. Because any employee communicating with
individuals in the public or media is perceived as speaking on behalf of the entire District, it is important that good judgment
and care be exercised at all times.

To ensure that District communications are properly coordinated, all communication to the print, radio or television media

should be coordinated through the-Marketing-Director-and/er Executive Director. endfor-Deputy-Director-

Spokespersons may be designated for specific issues, events or departments to provide media support as authorized by the

Mearketing-Directer-andfer-Executive Director. and/ior-BDeputy-Director-

Employees in a position to speak on behalf of their department should feel free to provide factual, timely information about
programs, events and activities for which they have direct knowledge, involvement and responsibility.

Employees are not authorized to offer personal information on matters falling outside of their direct knowledge, involvement
and responsibility. Employees should not speculate or offer personal opinions on District matters.

In particular, employees must not discuss matters of policy, personnel actions, or official investigations, nor should they offer
personal opinions or speculation on any such matter.



No response should be made to any member of the public or media on sensitive issues without first receiving authorization

from the Marketing-Directer-and/or-Executive Director-end/orDeputy-Director.

Any employees with questions regarding a particular public or media inquiry should seek guidance or authorization through the
appropriate chain of supervisory personnel before responding.

BOARD MEETING NOTIFICATION

The Board had requested that legal counsel provide an opinion regarding an amendment to the Bylaws
adding a rule outlining notification of Board Meetings. Mr. Oros advised that no action will be taken on
this proposal until a third Board member is in place.

Mrs. Shumway gave a summary of the proposed amendment, and advised that the proposed
amendment will be posted on the Park District website for public review. She added that anyone who
would like to be on the Park District e-mail list for notification of Board Meetings should contact the
Park District. Mrs. Shumway advised the public of upcoming Special Board meetings relating to the
Executive Director position.

COMMISSIONER’S TIME

Mr. Gertz stated that although we restrict our thoughts to Geauga County and our Park, he wanted to
bring a national problem to light. Mr. Gertz advised that the Canadians are trying to promote Pebble
River Mine in Alaska which, if allowed to go forward, will decimate the acreage mined, with no plans to
take care of the waste. Mr. Gertz stated that he sent a letter to Washington protesting the project and
suggested others may want to research this project also — adding that Alaska is one of our States and we
need to take care of it.




Mrs. Shumway thanked Park District employees for their work on Frozen Fest and that this event is a
prime example of what the Board was trying to accomplish during the last year: While we can conserve,
preserve and protect the natural features of Geauga County, we can also provide outdoor recreational
activities experiences for all ages, all abilities at all times of the year. Mr. Gertz, Mr. Oros and Ms.
Pennell also thanked staff for their efforts on this very successful event.

OPEN TO THE PUBLIC - below are comment summaries:
Tom Jones, Auburn Twp., addressed the Board from the podium. Mr. Jones asked John Augustine to
give an apology for degrading our Amish neighbors during the last meeting.

John Augustine, Parkman Twp., addressed the Board from the podium. Mr. Augustine stated he has no
apology to make at all and that he did not degrade anyone, he used an example of possible problems
that may result from the way the survey is being distributed and collected, and that Mr. Jones owed him
an apology for calling him a militarist. Mr. Augustine stated that he feels it is inappropriate for Judge
Grendell to approve the Park District newsletter; gave a “bravo” to Mr. Gertz for his comments on
Pebble River Mine; and feels the Park District should ask Mr. Marsic to sign a conservation easement to
insure any property he receives from the Park District cannot be developed.

Frank Jacobson, S. Russell Twp., addressed the Board from the podium. Mr. Jacobson raised questions
regarding the length of beaver trapping season, how it is determined that trapping is necessary in a
Park, and whether other solutions were looked into, why the hunting and trapping lotteries were not
open to the public. Mr. Pira and Mr. Oros provided responses in regard to his questions.

Ellen Fisco, Russell Twp., addressed the Board from the podium. Ms. Fisco stated she appreciates
reading all the letters to the editor regarding the Park District, and personally thanked Mrs. Shumway
for her letter. She added that she attended and enjoyed the February 7" meeting with Judge Grendell
and the interaction with others who were in attendance. Ms. Fisco also attended the Environ
presentation at Patterson Fruit Farm which she found to be very educational and enlightening. Ms. Fisco
commented on the new procedure requiring payment for use of the Park District facilities (TWW and
Meyer Center). Mr. Oros confirmed that there is no charge for Geauga County residents to attend most
Park District programs, but a fee for organizations to use our facilities has been added, and this policy
will be revisited. Mr. Oros also advised that all park programs are listed in the Park District newsletter
and indicate the cost, if any. Mrs. Fisco thanked the Park District for the wonderful job it is doing.

Ed Buckles, Troy Township, addressed the Board from the podium. Mr. Buckles thanked Ms. Fisco for
her comments regarding their program at Patterson Fruit Farm, Mr. Gertz for his concern regarding
issues outside of Geauga Park District, and Mr. Pira for the excellent Natural Resource Management
presentation. Mr. Buckles commented he received information on the GPD Trapping program and
questioned why the trapping permits issued did not follow the GPD Trapping Program
recommendations. Mr. Oros stated that it is important to note that trapping recommendations are
reciprocated with the Natural Resource Management Department, and if there are mistakes and
housekeeping issues they will be addressed. Mr. Buckles commented that Burton Wetlands was
included for trapping which is a State Nature Preserve, which excludes certain activities including
hunting and trapping. Mr. Oros confirmed this would be looked into.

EXECUTIVE SESSION
Mr. Gertz made a motion to enter Executive Session to discuss legal issues, personnel and land
acquisition.




Mrs. Shumway seconded the motion and after roll-call voice vote, the motion was approved 2 —0:

7. One resident was interested in discussing a possible land sale to the Park
District
8. A request that the Park District discontinue its $20.00 facility use fee
9. A request for non-motorized boat access for kayaks, canoes and row boats, to
the stream below Headwaters Dam near Grandview Golf Club
10. A request for identification and protection of medicinal herbs along a bike
trail
Contrary to suspicious assumptions made in some letters to local newspapers,
the residents met with Judge Grendell informally in his chambers and the Judge
dressed casually. All of the residents seemed to enjoy the opportunity to meet and
speak freely with the Judge and many thanked Judge Grendell for the opportunity to
speak with him about their desires for the parks.
Because of the success of these meetings, Judge Grendell and I intend to hold
similar open meetings with individual residents in the future.
